The social determinants of fatal injuries: A systematic review

Background

The social determinants of health are mainly shaped by economics, social policies, and politics. They are circumstances in which people are born, grow up, live, work, and age (1).  Injuries are one of the leading public health problems which cause about 5 million deaths worldwide every year (2). The social determinants of health are related to injuries through various variables including age, gender, income, employment, rural and urban environment, education, and housing (3). 
Objectives

 To determine the social determinants of fatal injuries
Methods
1. Data Resources

In this systematic review, electronic recourses and databases including Medline via Ovid SP, EMBASE via Ovid SP, PsycINFO via Ovid SP, PubMed, Scopus, Cumulative Index to Nursing and Allied Health Literature (CINHAL) via EBSCOhost will comprehensively and systematically searched.

2. Search Strategies

We will try to have a protocol for our search strategy to be as sensitive as possible. The time interval of the search will be from the beginning of 2012 to the end of 2016.
3. Study Eligibility

All original articles will be included in the study.  

4. Study Selection and Data extraction

The papers will be reviewed by two independent groups, so that each group will review about half of all papers in article screening in two levels (title and abstract screening) based on PRISMA guideline for reporting of systematic review. (4) Each paper in any group will be independently investigated by two researchers and if both of them have agreement about a paper, it will be included. At the end of each level of screening, disagreements about any paper will be resolved with mutual discussion within groups. After that, remained disagreements will be resolved by more discussion and consensus with a different colleague out of two groups. Finally data regarding characteristics of included papers will  be entered into a data collection form.
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
