ECFMG® has announced that, effective in 2023, physicians applying for ECEMG Cenification will be required
10 graduate from & medical school that has been appropriately accredited. To satisfy this requirement, the
physician's medical school must be accredited through a formal process that uses critena comparable to
those estabkshed for U.S. medical schools by the Liaison Committes on Medical Education (LCME) or that
uses other globally accepted critena, such as those put forth by the World Federation for Medical Education
(EME)

Recognizing, howsaver, that the efficacy of such a requeement depends on a universally accepted
accreditation process, which does not curently exist, this requirement is not scheduled to take effect until
2023. ECFMG's Board believes that this addttional requirement for ECFMG Centification, and the fiming of its
implementation, will stimutate the development of a meaningful, universally accepted system of accreditation
for undergraduate medical education outside the United States and Canada

Harvard, like all accredited universities and
colleges, is reviewed for reaccreditation generally every 10 years, The process includes the
preparation of a self-study in which the University evaluates itself on a range of academic,
financial, physical and other critena; a visit by a committee of external faculty and senior
administrators during which they discuss issues raised in the self-study and draft a report and
recommendation to NEASC; and finally, a response from NEASC in spnng 2010. Margo Seltzer,
Herchel Smith Professor of Computer Science, serves as the Faculty Chair of the self-study
process and is working with colleagues and student groups across the University,
